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The music industry was hoping the government’s latest support package would provide a lifeline to 
thousands of self-employed workers, as Music Week went to press. After weeks of lobbying, UK Music, 

AIM, the Mus icians’ Union and others welcomed Chancellor Rishi Sunak’s belated programme of 
financial aid for self-employed workers, having previously offered help to employees affected by the 

coronavirus crisis. The government will pay 80% of self-employed workers’ average profits over the past 
three years, for those with average profits of less than £50,000. But help will not be available until June. 

The measures were welcomed by trade bodies, although whether they went far enough was still being 
debated as Music Week was printed. But what was clear was how desperately support is needed by the 

music industry’s army of freelancers.
