According to a survey conducted by the Musicians’ Union, 20 percent of British musicians fear that their
professional careers will end as a result of the economic strain brought on by the novel coronavirus.
1,459 Musicians’ Union members responded to the survey, whichalso shed light upon musicians’ access
(orlack thereof) to fiscal aid from the government. 38 percent ofrespondents stated that theydon’t
qualifyfor benefits presently; stateside freelance artists are also having trouble s ecuring and qualifying
forunemployment assistance, perthe New York City-based Freelancers Union. Additionally, the
Musicians’ Union found thata quarter ofthe UK musicians who qualify for their government’s support
program will have difficulty making ends meet until the first payment arrives.
