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And yet, ever since Apple launched its own streaming service halfway through 
2015, Spotify has managed to keep Apple Music at arm’s length. If anything, Spotify ap-

pears to be pulling away from Apple Music in terms of paid subscribers. As the following 
chart illustrates, the gap between the two streaming services has gradually widened 

from 20 million when Apple Music was launched to roughly 60 million by March 2020.

In turn, approximately 90 percent of listeners still access broadcast radio stations over 
the air. (This also marks the first time that radio streamers’ share of total listeners has 
touched the double digits.) 
The figure is significant because music streaming platforms have become increasingly 
popular in the United States (and the world) in recent years, and stateside smartphone 
ownership has surpassed 80 percent. Nevertheless, it appears that the overwhelming 
majority of radio listeners are content to continue listening via analog, according to Edi-
son Research’s study on the subject.
